The
toponym is a twentieth-century construct, derived from the German names of the
Hungarian counties ending in “-burg”. Burgenland is a polyethnic and multicultural
region, where Germans, Croats and Hungarians transmit their historical narratives,
vernaculars, memories and identities across generations.
