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Bevezeto

A nyelvtanulas kérdése olyan aktualis témaja a mai magyar tarsadalomnak,
amivel kételesek vagyunk foglalkozni gyermekeink jov6jének érdekében. A 21.
szazad felgyorsult vilagaban sok minden megvaltozott és valtozik folyamatosan,
amivel a gyermekeinknek, de nekiink is tudnunk kell 1épést tartani. Az BEurépai
Uni6é létrejotte, a globalizacié, a multinacionalis cégek megjelenése, az
okostelefonok, az egyre olcsobb reptldjegyek, az internet elterjedése mind-
mind kézelebb hozza egymashoz nem csak a kiilonb6z6 orszagok nemzeteit,
de még a kilonboz6 foldrészeket is. A tavolsag mar nem probléma. A modern
kor eszkozei képesek gyorsan és konnyen hidakat épiteni az emberek kozott,
tizikailag legyenek barmilyen tavol is egymastdl. Ahhoz azonban, hogy a
lehet6ségekkel mi is tudjunk élni, ismerniink kell wvalamilyen ko6z6s
kommunikaciés nyelvet, aminek segitségével kapcsolatot tudunk tartani az

orszaghatarainkon kivil 1évé vilaggal is.

A nyelvtanulas elterjedését jelentés mértékben elésegiti a nyelvi globalizacio
is. Az angol kézponti szerepet tolt be Europaban és vilagméretekben egyarant.
Az Burépai Unib leggyakrabban hasznalt nyelve is az angol. Az angolt a 21.
szazadban tobben beszélik idegen nyelvként, mint anyanyelvként, igy ez lett
korunk kozvetitényelve, Un. /Jngua franca szerepet tolt be. Az idegen nyelvi
filmek, tévécsatornak, a zenei vilag és az internet térhoditasa is magaval hozza

az idegen nyelvek, els6sorban az angol ismeretének szitkségességét.

Az eurdpai Unié 2009-ben inditotta utnak a Piccolingo nevid programot
azzal a céllal, hogy segitséget nyujtson a korai idegennyelv-oktatassal
kapcsolatban. A Piccolingo-kampany kapcsolatot teremt az oktatas, a csaladok,
a kilonbo6z6 tarsadalmi, kulturalis és a nyelvi kérdésekkel foglalkozé
szakemberek kozott.

Nem véletlen tehat, hogy a mai sziil6k nagy része fontosnak véli, hogy
gyermeke idegen nyelvi ismeretekre tegyen szert. Magyarorszagon szamos
nyelviskola mkdédik, ahol mar csecsemdkortdl varjak a nyelvtanulékat, akik
akar a nyelvvizsga megszerzéséig vagy az emelt szintd érettségiig az iskola
didkjai lehetnek. Egyre tobb csaladi bolcs6dében és 6vodaban szerveznek a
gyerekeknek angol nyelvi foglalkozast.

A kisgyermekek idegen nyelvi fejlesztése azonban specialis feladat.
Korabban az o6vodai idegennyelv-fejlesztés nem rendelkezett semmiféle
hagyomannyal, csupan az elmult évtizedekben — engedve a tarsadalmi és sztl61
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nyomasnak — valt gyakorlatta az 6vodakban a heti egy-két alkalommal idegen
nyelven tartott jatékos tevékenységek. Mivel a feladat specialis, igy azt csak erre
a célra képzett szakemberek képesek jol ellatni. Magyarorszagon t6bb
felsGoktatasi intézményben felkészitik a hallgatokat az évodaskoruak idegen
nyelvi fejlesztésére. Els6ként, 2006-ban a Nyugat-magyarorszagi Egyetem
Benedek Elek Pedagoégiai Karan, Sopronban indult Ango/ nyely az dvodiban
specializacié (Koloszar 2010). 2006 6ta az ELTE Tanité és OvénSképzé
Féiskolai Karan (Budapest) Ango/ nyely az dvodiban szakiranyt tovabbképzési
szakot is hirdetnek (Kovacs 2009). A Szegedi Tudomanyegyetem Angol nyely az
dvodaban  specializacié  keretében tizendt kredites programot kinal az
6vodapedagbgus hallgatéknak [1]. A Kodolanyi Janos Féiskola Owodai
nyelvoktatds midsertana (angol, német) szakiranyu tovabbképzési szakot szetrvez
azok szamara, akik szeretnék megismerni a korai nyelvtanitasra vonatkozé
legujabb kutatasi eredményeket és az 6vodas korosztaly tanitasahoz sziikséges
moédszertani  ismeretekre is  nyitottak  [2]. A Tempus Kézalapitvany
Kisgyermekkori angol nyelvoktatas cimmel 30 6ras tovabbképzést hirdet a korai
nyelvoktatas irant érdekl6d6 ovodapedagogusoknak és tanitoknak, akik a
harom-tiz éves korosztaly nyelvoktatasat végzik [3].

A korai idegennyelv-oktatas, els6sorban angol nyelvtanulas egyre tobb
6vodaban és csaladi napkoziben muikodik. 2013-ban Debrecen 46 évodajabol
25-ben voltak angol nyelvi foglalkozasok (Muszka 2013). 2017-ben
Nyiregyhazan a 34 onkormanyzati 6vodabol 23-ban tartottak idegen nyelvi
foglalkozasokat (68%), azaz az 6vodai tevékenységek megszervezésekor az
idegen nyelvi fejlesztést beillesztették a hetirendbe (Nemes—Nagy 2018). Mind
a 23 intézményben jelen van az angol nyelv, de két helyen szerepel a német
mint idegen nyelv, és egy helyen a francia nyelv is. Az 6vodakban folyé munka
azonban nagyon sokféle. A legtobb 6vodaban hetente egyszer 20-30 perces
foglalkozasokat tartanak, a foglalkozasvezeté az egyik 6vodapedagogus vagy
egy altalanos iskolai nyelvtanar. A foglalkozasok anyaga a pedagdgustdl fiigg,
hiszen nincsen olyan utmutat6, amely meghatarozna az évodai nyelvoktatas
céljait és alapelveit, valamint attekintené, melyek azok a szévegek, amelyekkel
az egyes korosztalyoknak érdemes foglalkozniuk.

A Debreceni Egyetem Gyermeknevelési és Gyodgypedagogiai Karan célul
tlztik ki egy ilyen munka elkészitését, amely segitené a hallgatokat és a mar
végzett vodapedagdgusokat az angol nyelvi tevékenységek tervezésében. Jelen
munka egyrészt nekik, a képzésben résztvevé hallgatoknak szol. Az egyes
korosztalyoknak ajanlunk mondokakat, dalokat, és a szévegek feldolgozasahoz
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Otleteket. A bemutatott versek, gyermekdalok, nyelvtorék, mondokak
hasznélata a kival6 lehet6séget biztosit a szokincs, a nyelvtan és a kiejtés
fejlesztésére. Azt reméljik, hogy az Gtletek inspiraljak az olvasét, hogy szinesen,
érdekesen vezesse be a gyermekeket az angol nyelv vildgaba. Nem titkolt célunk
az is, hogy azok is haszonnal forgassak a konyvet, akik mar foglalkoznak az
angolnyelvi kompetencidk korai fejlesztésével. Nagyon reméljuk, 6k is talalnak

4j szovegeket, hasznosithat6 6tleteket a munkajukhoz.

A korai idegennyelv-tanulas alapvet6 célja a kommunikativ kompetencia
kialakitasa. A jatékos angol nyelvi tevékenységek célja, hogy a gyermekekben
kialakuljon és megmaradjon a kedvezé attitdd a tanult nyelv, a kultara és a
nyelvet beszél6k irant, illetve érdekl6dévé, nyitotta valjanak mas nyelvek és
kultarak irant. A korai évek jatékos idegen nyelvi foglalkozasai megalapozhatjak
a késébbi nyelvtanulas sikerességét. A kezdeti pozitiv attdd mellett cél az
egyszert, adekvat nyelvi megnyilatkozasok kialakitasa is.

A tovabbiakban ahhoz kivanunk segitséget nyujtani, hogy a gyermekeknek
ne legyen ,,idegen” nyelv az angol, és a pedagégusok is 6rommel késziljenek

az angol nyelvi foglalkozasra, jatékos tevékenységekre.



1. Nyelvelsajatitas és nyelvtanulas

Amennyiben a gyermek korai életkorban kezd el foglalkozni a nyelvvel és
folyamatosan kap nyelvi inputot, lényegében az anyanyelv analogiajara sajatitja
el az adott idegen nyelvet. igy a gyermekek esetében nem nyelvtanulasrél,
sokkal inkabb nyelvelsajatitasrol beszéliink. Noam Chomsky amerikai nyelvész
volt az, aki a két fogalom kozti kilonbséget el6szor kezdte el tudatosan
hasznalni. Ugyanakkor Chomsky hangsulyozta, hogy a nyelvelsajatitas és a
nyelvtanuldas nem kontrasztban, hanem egységben van egymassal (Chomsky
1965). A gyermeki nyelvelsajatitas természetes és automatikus folyamat, teljesen
fuggetlen a kognitiv fejlédéstd]l, ezért nem igényel semmiféle specifikus
képességet, készséget. A gyermek a nyelvelsajatitas folyamataban ugyanazokat
a készségeket hasznalja fel, mint barmely mas tertlet tanulasakor.

Chomsky elméletére éptil Stephen Krashen nyelvész elmélete a nyelvtanulas
¢és a nyelvelsajatitas témakorében. ,,A nyelvelsajatitas a nyelvi szabalyoknak a
nyelv kommunikativ hasznalata soran torténé természetes asszimilacidjara
vonatkozik.... Az elsajatitds nem tudatos folyamat terméke, és nagyon hasonlo
az anyanyelv-elsajatitas folyamatahoz” (Krashen 1981: 18). A nyelvelsajatitas
soran a gyermek megérzi a nyelvtani szabalyokat (szemben a tudatos
nyelvtanulassal, ahol be kell vésnie ezeket). A nyelvelsajatitasnak a spontan
motivacio, az érdeklédés és a kommunikacids igény a hajtéereje. A gyermek
szeretné magat kifejezni, de nem olyan szabalyosan, mint egy nyelvtanulé. A
gyermek szamara azonban nem okoz szorongist a megszolalas vagy a
valaszadas, mivel a kortilmények illeszkednek életkorahoz és kommunikacios
képességeihez. A sok ismétlés és gyakorlas soran egyre jobb lesz a gyermek
kiejtése, nyelvtana és a székincse is bovil. Nem az a lényeg, hogy a gyermek
hibatlanul hasznalja a nyelvet, hanem az, hogy hasznalja és merje hasznalni a
nyelvet.

Pinter Annamaria, a Warwick University kutatéja ugy véli, létezik un,
szenzitiv peridédus az idegen nyelv elsajatitasara. Tudomanyosan igazolt tény,
hogy a fiatal nyelvtanul6k jobban tudnak alkalmazkodni az idegen nyelv
fonolodgiai rendszeréhez, fogékonyak a hangok és a nyelv ritmusa irant, élvezik
az Uj, ismeretlen hangok és az Uj intonaciés mintak képzését. Az sem
elhanyagolhaté szempont, hogy kevésbé gatlasosak és aggodalmakoddk, mint
késébbi életkorokban (Pinter 2011).

Johnstone azzal érvel az idegennyelv kompetenciak korai fejlesztése mellett,
hogy fonetikailag elényt biztosit a korai kezdés. A korai kezdés a nyelvi
tudatossag kialakuldsara és a nyelvtanulasi tapasztalatszerzésre is hosszabb id6t
biztosit. Azt is megemliti, hogy a beszédprodukci6 tekintetében a késébb
kezd6knek kevesebb esélyiik van a célnyelv anyanyelvi szintd elérésére (2002).
Ugy véli, csakis akkor lehetnek sikeresek a korai idegen nyelvi programok, ha
hosszu tavra terveziink, és nem akarunk azonnal eredményt elérni. Ezen kiviil
fontos a kontinuitas, a program folytatasa a késébbi életkorban is. Olyan
feladatokat kell Osszeallitani és a mindennapi tevékenységekbe épiteni, melyek
az adott nyelv kultarajaval is 6sszhangban vannak.

Nikolov Marianne szerint is nagyon fontos a kontinuitas, a célok helyes
megvalasztasa, a realis elvarasok és a pedagogusok képzettsége (Nikolov 2004).
Csakis a folyamatossag vezethet eredményekhez, amihez szikséges, hogy
felkészilt pedagogusoktol halljak a gyermekek a nyelv alapjait, hangzasat és
dallamossagat. A nyelvtanulas egész életen at tarté folyamat, ami nem ér véget
a kozépiskola vagy az egyetem befejezésével. A stressz nélkiili, jatékos nyelvi
foglalkozasok élménye atvivédik a késébbi tudatos nyelvtanulasra, ami a korai
idegen nyelvi tevékenységek egyik f6 értéke. A gyermek kilonb6z6 tanulasi
folyamatokkal és stratégiakkal talalkozik, ami a késébbiekben is segiti a
nyelvtanulasat. A korai idegen nyelvi tevékenységek a gyermekben a
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nyelvtanulas iranti érzékenységet, fogékonysagot alakitanak ki, ami a kulturalis

sokszintség elfogadasat is elésegiti.

Brumfit a Teaching English to Children cimt munkajaban attekintést ad a
kisgyermekek sikeres nyelvoktatasanak feltételeirsl (Brumfit 1991). Ugy
gondolja, hogy a korai nyelvtanitasban a legfontosabb tényez6 a pedagdgus
maga, illetve a pozitiv pedagdgusi attitdd. A j6 pedagogus képes a gyermekkel
a sajat szintjén kommunikalni, és ez a legfontosabb. Ezen kiviil fontos az idegen
nyelvben valé jartassag (killonos tekintettel a kiejtésre és a nyelvhasznalatra) és
a gyakorlat is. A pedagdgus beszédtempodija és hanghordozasa hasonlitson
ahhoz, ahogy az elsé nyelvet elsajatitottak a gyermekek a szul6kt6l: a pedagdgus
beszéljen kissé lassabban és artikulaltan, hogy a gyermek kovetni tudja. Az
artikulacié mellett fontos a gesztusok és az arckifejezés hasznalata. Brumfit
szerint tiz-tizenkét f6nél ne legyen tébb kisgyermek egy csoportban. Lényeges,
hogy egy korben le tudjuk ltetni a gyermekeket, mert ez el6feltétle annak, hogy
a személyes kapcsolat megmaradjon. A kisgyermekek nem képesek hosszabb
ideig koncentralni, az iranyitott foglalkozas hossza Brumfit szerint legfeljebb 20
perc. A mozgashoz, a mozgasos jatékokhoz elegendé tér szikséges.

A kisgyermek nem olyan médon motivalt a nyelvtanulasra, mint az id6ésebb
tanulok. A gyermek szamara a motivacié egyrészt kils6, masrészt belsd
forrasbol érkezik. A szil6k is 6sztonozhetik a gyermeket a nyelvtanulasra, és
boldogok, ha a gyermek barmit mond idegen nyelven a szileinek (kiilsé
motivacio).

A belsé motivacié a tanulasi folyamat élménye és 6rome, ezért nagyon
fontos, hogy a nyelvtanulas soran jol érezze magat a gyermek. Ha az idegen
nyelvi jaték jol fel van épitve, a gyermek anélkiil sajatitja el az idegen nyelvet,
hogy észrevenné. A gyermek szamara tovabbi motivaciot jelent, ha egytitt tanul
tarsaival, és a tanulas soran sikerélménye lesz. A gyermekek szamara
készithetlink utlevelet, amelyet a foglalkozasra érkezéskor atadnak a
pedagdgusnak. A gyermekek munkajat matricakkal, pecsétekkel jutalmazhatjuk,
melyeket az utleveliikbe gydjthetnek.



2. Az angol nyelv az 6vodaban

2.1. Az 6vodapedagdgus szerepe

Az 6vodai nevelésben a gyermekek a cselekvés, a kiprobalas soran tanulnak, igy
fejlédnek képességeik, alakulnak ki kompetenciaik. Sziikség van arra, hogy a
pedagogusok folyamatosan fenntartsak a gyermekek szamara a belsé motivaciot,
hogy a gyermekek kilsé kényszer nélkil vegyenek részt ezekben a
tevékenységekben. Lényeges az is, hogy a gyermeket ne érje kudarc az idegen
nyelv elsajatitasanak folyamataban (Bakonyi 2006 és Varga 2008). A korai nyelvi
fejlesztés sikerét biztositja a kivalé kompetenciakkal rendelkez6 pedagogus, aki
szakszert fejlesztést végez, modszertani kulturdja a gyermek igényeit és
sziikségleteit veszi figyelembe (Kovacs 2009b). A pedagdgus az idegen nyelvi
foglalkozasoknak nem csupan iranyitdja és szervezoije, hanem aktiv résztvevdije
is egyben. A gyermekekkel egyiitt énckel, mozog és bekapcsolodik minden
jatékba, a gyermekek jatékpartnernek tekintik 6t.

A pedagbgus kulcsszereplSként jelenik meg a folyamatban. Nem csupan
sajat személyisége révén, hanem mint az oktatasi folyamat iranyitoja, szervezdje
is, aki kivalasztja a tananyagot és a tevékenységeket, amelyekkel a gyermek
talalkozni fog. A cél meghatarozasa, a nyelvi anyag és a modszer(ek) kivalasztasa
mindig az életkori sajatossagoknak megfeleléen torténik. Az életkori
sajatossagok kapcsan figyelembe kell vennie a gyermeki emlékezet sajatossagait,
valamint a gyermek koncentraloképességét is. Amennyiben a pedagogusnak
sikeriil megragadnia a gyermek lelkesedését, és azt jol iranyzott
tevékenységekkel fenn tudja tartani, akkor a gyermek észrevétlenil 1ép a

fejl6dés utjara, és elsajatitja a nyelvet.

A szikines

A székincs az egyik legfontosabb kompetenciateriilet az idegen nyelvet tanuld
gyermek szamara. A szétanulas is jatékosan, cselekvésbe agyazottan mutatkozik
meg az 6vodai nevelés folyamataban. A gyermek sok esetben az idegen szavak
hallatin megprobalja a maga moédjan értelmezni az idegen szavakat, és nem
kivancsi minden egyes szonak a jelentésére.

Az angol nyelvet fejleszté pedagdgus feladata, hogy olyan kornyezetet
biztositson a gyermek szamara, amelyben sok lehetéség adddik a szavakkal valo
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valtozatos ismerkedésre, akar mozgassal és helyvaltoztatassal egybekotve is. A
gyermek halljon minél t6bb célnyelvi elemet, nyelvi 1égkor vegye koril, hiszen
igy ismerkedik a célnyelv hangrendszerével (hangok, hangsulyok, ritmus),
artikulacidjaval és a nyelv struktdrajaval.

Az 6vodas koru gyermekek szamara a szavak értelmét és megjegyzését a
szituacio és a cselekvések biztositjak, pl. fouch your knees — megérinti a térdét,
touch your nose — megérinti az orrat. A fouch hangsor jelentése tarsul az *érint,
megérint’ jelentéssel. Ha a csoportszobaban elhangzik a Towuch the window.
mondat, a gyermek megérti, hogy meg kell érintenie valamit. A foglalkozast
vezeté pedagdgus megérinti az ablakot, és igy a gyermek is megérti, hogy a
window hangsor jelentése ’ablak’. A tovabblépésre j6 lehetSség az utasitisra
torténd helyvaltoztatas példaul Jump to the door. Run to the window. — a gyermek
ugralva jut el az ajtoig, majd elfut az ablakhoz. A foglalkozasok soran nagyon
fontos a mozgas biztositasa a gyermekek szamara., és azt is figyelembe kell
venni, hogy a gyermekek elé nem csupan szavakat, hanem mondatokat vagy
kontextusokat tarunk.

A mozgas ¢és a lexika 6sszekapcesolasa a Where is ..., Where are .. .2 kérdések
hasznalataval is elérhetS. Where is the cat? — és a gyerekek odamennek képhez
vagy ramutatnak a macskara. A Where are the pencils? kérdésben a kérd6szo, a
kérd6 szorend, a tobbes szam is benne van, a gyermek komplex nyelvi
egységeket hall és tanul, nem pusztan szavakat, ami a nyelvtanulas késébbi
szakaszaban is segitségére lesz. Let's play Olympic Games. Let's jump | crawl /fly
like a bird etc. A gyerekek versenyezhetnek is, a jatékos a Ready, steady, GO!
vezényszoval lehet inditani az olimpiat. Ezeknél a jatékoknal mozgisos dton
adnak szamot a gyermekek arrol, hogy megértették-e az instrukcidkat. Nagyobb
teret kell biztositani a jatékhoz, hogy a gyermekek elférjenek a nagymozgasok
alkalmazasahoz, ezaltal a balesetveszélyes helyzeteket is elkeruljiik.

Az o6vodas koru gyermekeknek a falra vagy az asztalokra elhelyezett
llusztraciok, képek nagy segitséget nydjtanak az ismétlésre is a Run and touch
jaték keretében. A csoportszobaban a pedagoégus felragaszthatja a falra mar
ismert targyat, ételek képeit (pl. Zomato, cucumber, carrot, pepper, potato, onion).
Ezekhez a jol lathaté képekhez kapcsolodva kéri a gyerekeket, hogy Run to the
tomato, Walk to the onion., azaz fussanak a paradicsomhoz vagy sétaljanak a
hagymaig. A gyermek szamara 6rom, ha tud, és szivesen hasznalja, b&viti a mar
meglevé tudasat. Erre az angol nyelvi foglalkozason is épithet a pedagogus, és
Osszekapcsolhatja a kiilénb6z6 versek, mondokak dalok székinesét (pl. Whar
colonr are the flowers? — In my garden kezdetd dal). A haz, szoba témajanak
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feldolgozasahoz is hasznalhatjuk a jatékot, a gyermekeknek kilonb6z6
utasitasokat adhatunk, példaul: Run and touch the door! Run and touch the curtain!
Run and touch the window! A tutva diktalasnal a gyerekek a kijelolt jatéktérben
futnak az elhangzott instrukciora vagy a jaték el6tt elére megbeszélt jelre, ami
lehet egy szemlélteté vagy hangadd eszkéz. Az eszkoz olyan tébbletet ad a
jatéknak, hogy a gyermeknek fokozottabban kell figyelnie, hogy minél
gyorsabban tudjon reagalni a jelre. Emellett az észlelést, az érzékelést, a hallast
is fejleszti.

A Four corners jaték el6tt minden sarokba felragasztjuk egy allat képét. A
hunyé befogja a szemét, tizig szamol, mikézben a gyerekek zaj nélkil egy-egy
sarokba allnak. A hunyé még nem fordul meg, Ggy nevez meg egy allatot (pl.
It’s a lion. A seal. stb.). Aki abban a sarokban volt, az kiesik és letl. Kozilik
kertl ki az 4j huny®.

A Squirrel jatékhoz nagyobb térre van szikség, ezért érdemes a szabadban
jatszani. A gyerckek a mékusok, akik futkaroznak a terileten, majd a ‘Sguirrel go
home’. utasitas elhangzasara hazafutnak, am mindig eggyel kevesebb haz (pl.
sz¢ék, parna) van, igy valakinek nem jut hely. Ezutan djra szabadon futkosnak,
majd a freeze’ vezényszéra mindenki megall, a félbe maradt mozdulatban marad.
Aki megmozdul, fogd lesz. Oleléssel fel lehet olvasztani a megfagyott
jatékosokat.

Udvarias nyelvhasznalatra, figyelemre és 6sszpontositasra nevel a Mother,
may I ...? jaték. A gyerekek felallnak sorban egy fal mellett. Kijelolink egy
‘anyat’, aki megnevez egy gyercket, és megmondja, milyen 1épéssel kozelitsen
hozza. PL. Peter, make three giant steps. Jobn, take six baby steps. Kate, take five tiptoe
steps. Take one step forward | back. Aki hamarabb eléri az anyat, az nyer. Aki
elfelejti megkérdezni, hogy Mother, may 1 (take giant steps)?, az visszamegy a
kiindul6ponthoz.

A gyermek a nem nyelvi jaték kozben is tanul pl. Run., Run faster., Run to the
door. A pedagogus utasitasai észrevétlentl bévitik a gyermekek nyelvi készségeit,
pl. Pick up the cherry., Who can bring me a yellow circle?, Let’s collect the cards!. One, two,
three, look at me! stb. A pedagdgus nyelvhasznalata az udvarias nyelvi formakat
koveti, pl. Stand up, please; Can you open the door?

A Roll the ball jaték mar egész mondat ismétlését igényli. A gyerekek
korben tlnek, és guritjak egymasnak a labdat, mikézben ezt mondjak: I ro// the
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A labdajatékok a nyelvi fejlesztésen kivil szamtalan elénnyel birnak a
gyermek fizikai képességeinek fejlédése terén is, pl. ugyesség, labdakezelés,
gyorsasag, dobas, lendités, térérzék, stb. Fruit ball a neve annak a jatéknak,
amelyben a gyerekeket a gyumolesék neve utan nevezzik el (orange, apple,
banana, pear stb.). A fogd feldobja a labdat, és kimondja egy gytimoles nevét. A
nevét hallé gyereknek egy pattanas utan el kell kapnia labdat, majd 6 dobja fel
a labdat és mond egy gyiimolesot. Ugyanez a jaték allatok nevével is jatszhato.

A szabalyjaték hasznalata a gyermek szocidlis tanuldsat erdsiti, a
jatékszabalyok betartasaval pedig a szocializaciés folyamatot segiti. A
szabalyjaték megjelenhet 6nallé  jatékként, hiszen a gyerek kedvelt
tevékenysége, de lehetséges, hogy az 6vodapedagdgus iranyitasaval valamilyen
tanulasi céllal szervez&dik, vagy egy képességet kivanunk vele fejleszteni. Egyik
kedvelt szabalyjaték a gyermekek kérében a Cold—hot / Hideg —meleg jaték,
amely soran valakit kijelolunk, aki par percre kimegy a szobabdl, ekézben
elrejtink egy targyat. Amikor gyerek visszajon, meg kell talalnia mit és hova
rejtettiink el, mik6zben a tébbi gyerek cold / warm /| hot kiabalasaval jelzi, hogy
kozel van-e a keresett targyhoz. Ha mar a gyermekek elegendd szokinccsel
rendelkeznek agy is jatszhatd, hogy csak kérdezget a hunyd, hogy hol lehet
keresett targy (Is it on the table? Is it next to the chair? etc.).

Egy masik kedvelt jaték a Musical Chair / Székfoglal6 jaték, ahol a
székeket korben helyezziik el, korilottik mozognak a gyermekek, mikézben
sz6l a zene vagy énekelnek. Eggyel kevesebb szék talalhat6 a korben, igy amikor
az 6vodapedagbgus tapsol, vagy a zene elhallgat, minden gyermek megprobal
helyet foglalni, s akinek nem jutott hely, az kiesik a jatékbol. Ennél a jatéknal
énekelhetjiik a mar megtanult angol dalokat is, igy a komplex jatékélményt
biztositjuk. A jaték agy is jatszhatd, hogy koronként csokkentjik a székek
szamat, és végil egyetlen gy6ztes lesz. A Musical Chair | Székfoglald jaték kivald
motivacioként szolgal az angol foglalkozason valé részvételre, megadja a

foglalkozas alaphangulatat, de zarasként is hasznalhato.

Az Animal walk / Allatok sétija cimii jatékban a gyermekek az allatok
neveit, mozgasat és a szamokat gyakorolhatjdk dobokocka segitségével,
ahol a dobokocka minden lapjan kiilonbozd allatok képei szerepelnek. Az
elsd jatékvaltozat soran a gyermeknek dobni kell a dobdkockaval, s amelyik
allatot dobta, annak a mozgasat kell utanozni, a tobbiek megnevezik az
allatot (It’s a cat.). A masodik jatékvaltozatnal két alkalommal kell a
dobokockaval dobni, elszor az allatot valasztja ki, majd azt, hogy az adott
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allat mozgasat hanyszor kell megtennie. Példdul ha valaki a nyulat dobja,
majd utana a hatos szamot, akkor hat nyuszi ugrast kell megtennie. A jaték
sordn a kognitiv képességek alkalmazdsira van sziikség, a gyermeknek
alkalmaznia kell az adott allatokrol vald ismereteit, a szamolasi képességeit.
A mozgasok alkalmazédsaval a gyermek mozgaskoordindcidja is fejlodik,
ekdzben szokincse is gyarapodik. Az allatok témajat feldolgozhatjuk gy is,
hogy rajzokat készitiink kiilonbozo6 allatokrol, majd a képeket szétvagjuk. A
gyermekek Osszerakjak a darabokat, kozben megnevezik a testrészeket €s a
képen abrazolt allato(ka)t angolul. Ez a jaték lehetdséget biztosit arra is akar,
hogy az emberek testrészeivel dsszehasonlitsuk az allatok testrészeit.

Matematikai képességfejleszto jaték lehet, amikor geometriai formakbol
alkotnak kiilonboz6 képeket, targyakat a gyermekek. A Make new shapes
or simple pictures. / Készits uj formakat vagy egyszerii képeket! cimi
jatékhoz sziikséges késziteniink kiillonbozd szinli €s méretii formakat (pl.
kor, négyzet, téglalap, haromszog). Eleinte az 6vodapedagdgus adhatja az
instrukciokat, hogy mit alkossanak a formakbol a gyermekek, majd késébb
onalloan, sajat kreativitasukat kihasznalva alkothatnak. Fontos, hogy mindig
nevezzék meg angolul alkotasaikat, €s azokat mennyi €s milyen szinii
formakbol készitették (I have three red triangles). A jatékot ugy is
jatszhatjuk, hogy a gyerekek elkérik azt a format, amire sziikségiik van (pl.
Can | have a green rectangle?). Ezaltal nemcsak a gondolkodasuk,
szamolasi képességiik, kreativitasuk fejlodik, hanem a szin- ¢&s
formaérzékelésben is jelentds fejlodést érhetiink el.

A jatékokhoz sziikséges szabalyokat nagyon egyszerlien, roviden kell
ismertetni. Meg kell gy6zédni arrél, hogy mindenki megértette. Erdemes
eloszor probaképp kozosen el is jatszani az uj jatékot. Fontos, hogy a
szabalyok a gyerekek igénye szerint k6zds megegyezéssel modosithatoak
legyenek. Figyeljlink r4, hogy 6vodés korban ne legyenek vesztesek vagy
kiesOk, akik hosszt ideig passzivitdsra vannak itélve. Kezdetben, amig
sziikds a gyerekek szokincse, érdemes mar magyarul ismert jatékot jatszani
angolul, mert az ismerds szabalyok biztonsagot adnak a gyerekeknek. A
jaték alatt angolul buzditsunk, szurkoljunk mindenkinek hangosan, és a
végén ne felejtsiik el megdicsérni a gyermekeket.
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A kiejtés

Ahhoz hogy a nyelvelsajatitas 1étrej6jjon, megfelel6 célnyelvi kommunikaciora
van szitkség, gyakorlatokra, jatékos szituacidkra, amelyek soran a gyermek a
kommunikacios szerepre koncentral. A gyermek az idegen nyelvet a masokkal
folytatott kommunikacié soran tanulja meg, és az életszert szituaciok (pl.
boltos jaték) rendkivil jol aktivizaljak a passziv szokincset. Az 6vodas kora
gyermekeknél a nyelvtan elsajatitasa indirekt médon torténik, gyermek a
szokincsen keresztil ismerkedik meg a nyelvi struktirikkal. Eppen ezért
fontos, hogy a pedagogus helyesen, nyelvtani hibdk nélkil beszéljen a
gyermekekkel.

A helyes mintaadas, a j6 hangképzés, a kiejtés a gyermekek szamara
kiemelkedGen fontos, hiszen az 6vodas koru gyermek a nyelvi foglalkozasok
folyaman els6édlegesen a hallds utani megértés készségét gyakorolja. ,,A
gyermeki nyelvtanulas legfontosabb jellemzdje, hogy a szébeliségen alapul. Az
oralis készségek, vagyis a hallds utani megértés és a beszéd a nyelvtanulas
dominans csatornai. A szoébeliség kitlintetett szerepe teszi a kiejtést, mint
kifejlesztendé kompetenciat elsédleges fontossa a harom-tiz éves életkorban”
(Kovacs 2009: 93). Az angol nyelvet tanité nyelvtanarnak nagy a felel6ssége
abban, hogy milyen mintat mutat a gyermekek szamara, mert bizonyos id6n
keresztil valoszinileg a gyermek csak az 6 célnyelvi beszédével talalkozik. A
nyelvtanar kiejtésének harom kritériumnak kell megfelelnie. Nagyon fontos,
hogy a beszédtempdja legyen természetes, az intonacidja, valamint a mondatok,
szavak ritmusa kovesse a célnyelvi beszél6ket, tovabba torekedjen az egyes
hangok minél tokéletesebb kiejtésére (Kovacs 2009a: 95).

Az angol nyelvi foglalkozast vezeté évodapedagdgus kompetenciai kozil
tehat az egyik legfontosabb teriilet a kiejtés, mivel a nyelvfejlesztés 6vodas
korban szébeli formaban torténik.

A kiejtés gyakorlasara j6 lehetéséget biztositanak az angol nyelvii nyelvtorék
is a gyermekek szamara.

Harom-négy éves koru gyermekeknek ajanlott nyelvtorék:

—  Red lorry, yellow lorry, red lorry, yellow lorry.
—  Fave white kites ride high.
Négy-ot éves kort gyermekeknek:
—  She sells seashells by the seashore.
—  The bug on the bag, doesn’t budge.
—  Put a better bit of butter on your bread.
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Ot-hat éves koru gyerekeknek:
—  Fuzgy Wuzzy was a bear, Fuzzy Wuzzgy had no hair, If Fuzzy Wuzgy
had no hair, then Fuzzy Wuzzy wasn't fuzzy, was he?
— A big black bug bit a big black bear, A big black bear bit a big black
bug.
—  Shut up the shutters and sit in the shop.
= The rain in Spain falls mainly on the plane.

A szokincs gyakorlasara és a szoszerkezetek gyakorlasara is hasznalhatunk
nyelvtorSket, pl. Red lorry, yellow lorry, red lorry, yellow lorry. Five white kites ride high.
Az angol szavakban mindig egy hangsilyos szétag van, tgyelni kell annak
pontos kiejtésére, mert ha egy hangot rosszul ejtink (shell-sell), az mar
megvaltoztathatja a sz6 jelentését (pl. She sells seashells by the seashore.)

A nyelvtan

A kompetencia alapu nyelvoktatasban a gyermekek a nyelvtant is észrevételntl
sajatitjak el. A kompetencia alapu fejlesztéshez elengedhetetlen a cselekvésbél
kiinduld, tevékenységen alapul6 fejlesztés. A szakképzett 6vodapedagdgus a
téle elvarhaté ismeretek, magatartasformak, attitidok és képességek altal képes
lesz az 6vodai alap- és idegen nyelvii szakmai feladatok eredményes elvégzésére.
Az angol nyelvi tevékenységek soran arra kell torekedni, hogy a gyermekek a
mindennapi életben hasznosithato, ¢életkori sajatossagaiknak megfelel6
nyelvtudasra tegyenek szert.

Az o6vodas kort gyermekeknél a nyelvtan elsajatitasa indirekt moddon
torténik, ellenben az iskolaskort gyermekeknél, akiknél direkt médon valésul
meg. A gyermek a székincsen keresztiil ismerkedik meg a nyelvi struktarakkal,
igy az 6vodapedagdgusnak megalapozott angol nyelvtani ismeretekkel kell
rendelkeznie. A gyermek nem tudatos modon, hanem kilonb6z6
tevékenységeken keresztll sajatitja el a célnyelv nyelvtanat. A gyermek a
tevékenységeken keresztil, a problémak megoldasa kozben magatdl jon ra a
helyes nyelvtani formak hasznalatara. Az 6vodapedagdgusnak az a feladata,
hogy olyan tevékenységeket, olyan lehet6ségeket biztositson a gyermek
szamara, amely tavol all a didaktikus tanité oktato jellegti neveléstol.

Helyhatarozok gyakorlasakor a targyak, jatékok, jaték allatok, képek egyarant
segithetnek megjeleniteni a térbeli viszonyokat a gyermekek szamara. Példaul:
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1. Where is the bear? The bear is bebind the box. Hol van a mackd? A mackd a

doboz m6gott van.

2. Where is the bear? The bear is next to the box. Hol van a mackdé? A mackd a

doboz mellett van.

3. Where is the bear? The bear is over the box. Hol van a mackd? A mackd a

doboz folott van.

4. Where is the bear? The bear is under the box. Hol van a mackd? A mackd a dobog;
alatt van.

A gyerekekkel el is jatszhatjuk a helyhatarozokat, példaul az egyik gyereket a
masik mellé vagy elé allitjuk: Laci is next to Sdra, vagy Sdra is in front of David.



3. A foglalkozasok alapjai

Egy ovodas korud gyermek atlagosan husz percig képes egy dologra
koncentralni, amit a tevékenységek tervezésekor figyelmbe kell venni. A husz
perces angol nyelvi k6zos jatékra négy-hat kulonb6z6 nyelvi tevékenység
javasolt, valtozatos nyelvi jatékok, versek és mozgasos jatékok egy-egy
témakoron belil. A koncentracié mélysége és id6tartama az életkoron tdl a
jatékok érdekességétdl és a motivaciotdl is fige, igy ezeket a szempontokat is
tartsuk szem el6tt. A tevékenységeket nem szerencsés hosszara nyujtani,
inkabb t6bb, de érdekes feladat kbvesse egymast.

A foglalkozashoz hasznalt kellékeket (props) idSben el kell késziteni és
el6késziteni. A kellékeket lehetdleg letakarva, konnyen elérhet6 helyen taroljuk.
A foglakozason hasznalt eszk6z6k (pl. labda, képek [flasheard], zene stb.) mindig
a szoveg szokincsét kovessék, a szokincs megértésében segitsék a gyermeket.
Az 4j ismeretanyagot kapcsoljuk a korabban tanultakhoz, pl. gyakoroljuk a
korabban tanult allatokat, és erre épitve lehet bevezetni az i) mondokat és az
abban szereplé allatneveket. Az eszkozoket mindig szedjik Gssze, miel6tt
tovabbléptnk (pl. Let’s collect the cards.) a kovetkez6 jatékos tevékenységre.

Az interakcié a foglakozas masik fontos eleme, hiszen a gyermeknek
megadja az idegen nyelvi kommunikaci6é élményét. A pedagogus kérdezze a
gyerekeket pl. What is it? What colour is it? Do you like it? What are you doing? stb.
A foglalkozasok soran valos élethelyzetekre gondolva érdemes gyakorolnia Can
I have (an apple)? Conld you give me (an orange)? vagy az I would like (a book)/ 1 would
like to buy (a cat) szerkezeteket. A késébbiekben a gyermekek egymastdl is
kérdezhetnek. Az interakcié soran fejlédik a spontan beszéd készsége és a
beszédértés is.

A harmadik Iényeges elem a jaték. A korai nyelvtanulas csakis erre épiilhet,
igy lehet sikeres és eredményes. A jaték biztositja a gatlas és a szorongas nélkuli
gyakorlas lehet6ségét, élményt ad és alapvetd gyermeki szitkségletet elégit ki.
Az élmények segitéségével alakithatjuk ki az idegen nyelv iranti pozitiv attitGdot
is. A jatékba bujtatott nyelvoktatas holisztikus hatasu, azaz egyszerre tobb
fejlesztési tertiletre hat (pl. értelmi, érzelmi, tarsas kapcsolatok és nyelvi
kompetencia). Krashen (1981) nyelvelsajatité elméletére visszautalva azt
mondhatjuk, a jatékos angol nyelvi foglalkozasok esetében a beszélé els6dleges
szandéka a jelentés és a mondanival6 atadasa, nem a helyes nyelvhasznalat. A
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gyermekek nem ismerik a nyelvtani szabalyokat, nem is tudjak, hogy 1éteznek
nyelvtani szabalyok, 6k a jaték altal tanulnak.

A foglalkozasokon mozgasos, tarsas- és szerepjatéknak is helyet kell kapnia.
A jatékok is a kommunikaci6 fejlesztését segitik el6, ezért kdzben is beszéljink
a gyerekekhez vagy batoritsuk 6ket a megszolalasra, a mar tanult nyelvi elemek
elmélyitésére. A szokincs gyakorlasara kivalo lehet6ség a BINGO jaték.
Készitsink harom sorbdl és harom oszlopbdl all6 tablazatot, amibe helyezziink
el mar ismert targyak, gytimolesok, hangszerek, allatok, szinek, testrészek stb.
képeit (Osszesen kilenc kép). A gyerekek harom zsetont kapnak. Minden képhez
készitstink kartyat, és a jatékvezetS huz harom képet, majd indul a jaték:

Pedagogus: Who has a strawberry?

Gyerek: [ have a strawberry.

Pedagogus: Who has a cat?

Gyerek: [ have a cat. stb.

Akinek megvan a kép, ratesz egy zsetont. Hairom zsetonnak kell lennie egymas
alatt, mellett vagy keresztben. Az nyer, akinek el6szor lesz meg a harom
kép/zseton az emlitett médon, és azt mondja Bingo!. Frdemes tobb kort
jatszani, hogy mindenki nyerjen. A jaték végén a pedagdgus Osszeszedi a
jatéklapokat (Can I have the bingo boards? Thank you!). A jatékot tgy is jatszhatjuk,
hogy az egyik gyerek a jatékvezetd.

A szavak ismétlésére masik remek jatéklehet6ség a dominé. A domindkon
ismert szavaknak (targyak, testrészek, ételek, italok, szinek, novények, allatok,
szamok, id6jaras stb.) a képeit helyezziik el, és a gyerekeknek ugy kell a
dominokat lerakni, hogy kézben mondjak is a kartyakon talalhat6 targyaknak a
nevét, pl. I£s a cat. It’s a bus. 1t’s a strawberry. Torekedjink arra, hogy a gyerekek
mondatokban valaszoljanak kérdéseinkre. A jatékot szinekkel és méretekkel is
kombinalhatjuk (I£’s a red lorry. It’s a small green apple).

A székincs gyakorlasara ujabb lehet6ség a LOTTO jaték Készitsunk két
sorbol és harom oszlopbdl all6 tablazatot, amibe helyezzink el mar ismert
targyak, gyimolesok, hangszerek, allatok, szinek, testrészek stb. képeit
(6sszesen hat kép). A gyerekek hat zsetont kapnak. Minden képhez készitstink
kartyat, és a jatékvezetd egymas utan hiz mindig egyet kozilik, majd indul a
jaték:

Pedagogus: Who has a strawberry? | Who's got a straberry?

Gyerek: I have a strawberry.
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Pedagogus: Who has a cat?
Gyerek: [ have a cat. stb.

Az nyer, akinek el6szor hizzak ki a tablajan szereplé Gsszes képet, és azt
mondja Lofto!. Ebben a jatékban is kombinalhatjuk a szineket, méreteket a
tanult szokincs alapjan. A jaték végén a pedagdgus Osszeszedi a jatéklapokat
(Can 1 have it please? Can 1 have the lotto boards? Thank you!). Addig jatsszuk, amig
minden gyerecknek meglesz a hat kép.

A memoriajaték nem ismeretlen a gyerekek szamara. Do you want to play a
quick memory game?- kérdezheti a pedagdgus a gyerekektdl angolul. A pedagdgus
vagy az elsé jatékos felfordit két kartyat. Megnézi a rajtuk 1évé mintat, hangosan
elmondja, hogy mit lat rajtuk (p/l. I£’s a tree. It’s green.). Ha a két lap egy part alkot
(I’s a pair. You can keep this pair.), akkor felveszi, és ismét 6 jon (I’s my turn again).
Ha nem egy par (It's not a pair.), akkor visszaforditja, és a kdvetkez6 jatékos jon.
Amikor elfogytak a kartyak az asztalrdl, az a nyertes, akinek tobb kartya van a
kezében. Ilyenkor a jaték végén a pedagdgus megkérdezi télik, hogy hany par
van naluk (How many pairs have you got? Who has the most pairs? Who is the winner?
It’s a draw.).

A touch the card nevi jatékot nagymérett képekkel (flasheard) jatsszuk. A
jaték elétt megbizonyosodunk arrél, hogy mindenki emlékszik a jatékhoz
szitkséges angol szavakra. A gyereckek korben itlnek, koézépre kiteritjik a
kartyakat, hogy mindenki j6l lassa, és egyforma tavolsagra legyenck a kiteritett
kartyaktol. A fiatalabb gyermekek esetében négy, kés6bb hat vagy nyolc targyat
abrazolé kartyat hasznalhatunk. A képeket mindig érdemes laminalni vagy
kartonbdl késziteni, mert a jaték hevében Osszegylirédhetnek. A jatékvezetd
megnevez egy képen lathat6 targyat, gyimolesot stb, és a gyerekek egymassal
versenyezve érintitk meg az egyes kartyakat. A képeket tehetjik a falra is
egymastdl tavolabb, oda kell szaladni, és megérinteni 6ket (pl. Run to the cherry.
Hop to the blue car.).

A szinek gyakorlasahoz alkalmas a colour disc jaték. Sok nagy szines
korongot készitiink, letesszik 6ket egymastol tavolabb a féldre. A jatékvezetd
kérésére a gyerekeknek ra kell allniuk (pl. stand on the blue circle), vagy fel kell
szednitk bizonyos szineket (pl. pick up the red cards, pick up the little blue square).
Ha felszedik, lehet szamolgatni, ha valtozatos a mérete, akkor sorba lehet rakni
6ket, ami j6 atmenet a matematika iranyaba.

A pedagdgusok altal hasznalt kiilonb6z6 motivacios stratégiak és jutalmazasi
formak (pl. képek, gyereknyomdak) pozitiv hatassal vannak a gyermekekre. A
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versenyhelyzetekkel azonban érdemes vigyazni, mert fontos, hogy az angol
nyelvi jatékok soran minden gyermeknek legyen sikerélménye. A batortalan
gyermekekben is erdsiteni, tudatositani kell, hogy milyen sok mindent tud. E
ponton ugyancsak meg kell emlitentink a gyermekek koézotti kiillonbségeket és
nagy egyéni eltéréseket is. A visszahtizédobb gyermeknek lehetéséget kell
bizotsitani, hogy egy ideig hallgatdi, csendes részvevéi legyenck a jatékos
angolozasnak. A csendes, figyel§ szakaszra rovidebb-hosszabb ideig minden
gyermeknek  szitksége van. FEzért fontos, hogy ne erbltessik a
beszédprodukcidt, ha a gyermek nem akar angolul megszolalni.

A negyedik pillér az ének, a dal. A foglalkozast vezet6 pedagdgus 6nalldan
is énckelhet, bemutathat egy-egy 4j dalt. A foglalkozas mas pontjan lehet angol
nyelvd gyerekdalokat hallgatni, hiszen a hallas utani értés fejlesztése is rendkiviil
fontos. Napkézben a csoportszobaban is le lehet jatszani angol nyelvid dalokat,
monddkakat.

Egy masik fontos alapelv a KISS — keep it simple, smile. A foglalkozast vezetd
pedagogus beszéde legyen egyszerl és 1ényegretord pl. Come here, please., Clap
your hands., Let’s make a circle., Hold your hands. stb.. A foglakozas kozben érezze
jol magat, mosolyogjon, batoritsa a gyerekeket a verbalis megnyilvanulasra.

A foglalkozasokon mindig legyen olyan dolog, ami vizualis élményt
jelent a gyereknek (pl. targyak, képek, fotok stb.). Legyenek akusztikai élményei
is a foglalkozasokrol, pl. dalok, mondokak. A foglalkozas soran torekedjink
minél tobb érzékszervet bevonni. A latas és a hallas mellett legyenek olyan
feladatok, amikor a gyerekek tapintasi tapasztalataira van sziikség (pl. zagic bag,
magic basket - Put your hand in and pull ount an apple.). Ha van ra lehet6ség,
koéstoljanak meg, szagoljanak meg ételeket, gyiimolesoket. Minél t6bb
érzékszerven keresztil érkezik input a gyermek felé, annal jobban és mélyebben
rogzilnek az informaciok. Nemcsak a tapintas, mint érzékszervi mozgas
fejlédik, hanem a gyermekek szokincse is, hiszen angolul hangoznak el az adott
targy ismertetSjegyel (1¢s round. 1t’s sharp. 1t’s soff.). Lehet6ségiink van olyan
jatékokat is jatszani a gyerekekkel, amikor a hallasukra kell hagyatkozniuk. A
kilonboz6 targyaknak mas-mas hangjuk van, amikor elejtjik Sket és foldet
érnek, de még ennél is jobb, ha hangszereket szélaltatunk meg s a gyerekeknek
kell felismerniiik a jatékban szereplé hangszereket, majd miutan kitalaltak,
beszélgethetiink a hangszer kapcsan (What colour is this musical instrument? Can you
Pplay the guitar?).
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A foglakozasokon a gyerekek mozogjanak, alljanak fel, ne egy helyben
tljenek. A mozgas elengedhetetlen a gyermekek életében. A mozgas el6segiti a
tanulast is, hiszen sokkal tobbet megjegyziink abbol, amit csinalunk is (pl. angol
toglalkozason jump, clap, turn around stb.). A mozgas és a jaték nagyon jo
kombinacidja a Simon says jaték. Az angol foglalkozast vezet6 pedagdgus
feladata, hogy olyan kornyezetet biztositson a gyermek szamara, amelyben sok
lehet6ség adédik a szavakkal vald valtozatos ismerkedésre, mozgassal és
helyvaltoztatassal is.

A listen and do (hallgasd meg ¢és csinald) tipusu feladatok nem kivannak
produktiv nyelvhasznalatot, egyszerd utasitasokat adnak, amelyeket a gyermek
megért és végrehajt. pl. stand up és a gyermek felall. A Jisten and do és a Simon says
jaték az ugynevezett TPR (total physical response) médszertanaba tartoznak.
Az elnevezés Asherr6l (1969) szarmazik. A modszer lényege, hogy nem
kényszeriti a gyermeket mindenaron a célnyelven valé megszoélalasra. A nem
szobeli valaszadas azonban a pedagdgusnak azonnali visszajelzést biztosit arrol,
hogy a gyermekek megértették-e az utasitast. A TPR fizikai, cselekvéses
valaszokat var, a nyelvet motorikus cselekvések altal sajatittatja el, a beszédet és
a mozgast kapcsolja Ossze. A /lsten and do jatékot az ugynevezett csendes
periodusban alkalmazzunk a leginkabb, amikor a gyermek még wjonnan
ismerkedik a nyelvvel, és még kissé batortalan, kevésbé mer szobeli
megnyilvanulasokat produkalni. Ugyanakkor a jaték megfelel6en aktivizalja a
gyermeket a foglalkozason val6é részvételre, hiszen nem szobeli valasszal,
hanem testi valasszal ad szamot. A jaték kozben a gyermek biztonsiagban
érezheti magat azzal, hogy tarsait utanozhatja.

A kommunikativ nyelvtanitas 6vodaskorban tevékenységeken keresztiil
torténik. A foglalkozas zar6 részében (cooler activity), ahol a gyerekek valamilyen
kreativ tevékenységet végeznek, a tanult ismeretek elmélyitése zajlik. Példaul a
gyermekek gyurmat kapnak, amelyekbdl kilénboz6 allatokat, targyakat,
gyumolcsoket, zoldségeket készitenek, és mar kézben megnevezik 6ket angolul
(pl. cat, ball, orange, banana), majd a pedagbgus minden gyermektdl egyenként
megkérdezi, hogy mit készitett, What's this? 1#'s a banana. | 1t’s a snake. stb. Masik
lehet6ség a szinezé (colouring sheet), amikor a gyermekeknek az adott foglalkozas
témajaban ad a pedagdgus szinez6t, amelyen allatok vagy targyak lathatok, majd
interakcioba 1ép a pedagogus a gyerekekkel pl.. What can you see in the picture? (I

can see) a cow.
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Az 6vodas kora gyerekek kozott a pedagégusok tartsak szem el6tt a
jatékossagot, a tevékenységeken keresztil torténd tanulasszervezést. Figyeljunk
oda arra, hogy ne tanité jellegliek legyenek a tevékenységek. Az angol
foglalkozast tarté pedagdgus legyen magabiztos a célnyelv ismeretében,
rendelkezzen biztos szobeli nyelvi kompetenciaval, ¢és pedagogiai,
szakmoddszertani szempontbdl is legyen felkészilt.

3.1 Idegen nyelvii tanulisi tevékenységek (foglalkozdsok)
felépitése

Az idegen nyelvi tevékenységeket célszerli minden alkalommal hasonléan
felépiteni. Ez a gyermekeknek biztosnsagot ad, hiszen tudjak, milyen
elemekre szamithatnak. A jatékok, valamint a rdhangolé és a lezard
tevékenységek legyenek izgalmasak, szinesek. Ha a gyermekkel minden
alkalommal ugyanazot a jatékot jatsszuk, kdnnyen unalmassa valhat
szamukra.

A szemléltetésben és a foglalkozasok elinditasaban sokat segithet egy bab, aki
csak angolul tud kommunikalni. A gyermekek koszénnek a babnak, megolelik,
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majd elbucsuznak téle. A bab lehet a pedagdgus baratja, az asszisztense, aki
mindenben segit. Késébb a szerepjatékokba és a szituacids jatékokba is
bevonhatok a babok.

Az 4j nyelvi anyagot mozgasos jatékokkal, szemléltetve mutassuk be. Csak
a tudatosan felvett informaciok maradnak meg a hosszatavi emlékezetben,
ezért igyekezzink a gyermek figyelmét a bemutatott dolgokra irdnyitani. A
szemléltetd eszk6zok és a mimika segiti az asszociaciok kialakulast, igy azt, hogy
a gyermek megjegyezze az 10j szavakat, kifejezéseket. A cselekvésekkel
egyidejlleg érdemes ki is mondani a tanulandé nyelvi elemeket pl. jump /| We're
Jumping. ugralas kozben, I'm happy - mosolyogva. A gyermeknek azonban id6t
kell adni, hogy az Gjonnan hallott informaciét feldolgozza.

Az 4j nyelvi elemek bemutataskor kiilonésen figyelni kell az érthetéségre és
a lassabb temp6ju beszédre. Az Uj szavak és kifejezések megjegyzését noveli, ha
a gyermek kezébe veheti, megfoghatja, kiprobalhatja a szemléltet6 eszkozoket.
Az 4j nyelvi strukturakat tobb szituacidban, jatékban is mutassuk be a
gyermekeknek, igy kénnyebben megmarad az emlékezetiikben. A célnyelvi
foglalkozasvezetés elengedhetetlen, de elé6fordulhat, hogy a gyermekek az
anyanyelvikon szolalnak meg. Az ilyen esetekben célnyelven (jelen esetben
angolul) ismételjik meg, amit mondott, ezzel is hozzajarulva az oldott
légkorhoz.

A tanultak megérzése kozvetlentil a tanulas utan nehéz, ezért van sziikség
sok ismétlésre. A nyelvi jatékok és a jatékos nyelvgyakorlatok kivalé lehetéséget
nyudjtanak az angol nyelv gyakorlasara. A célnyelvi produktumot ne siettesstik,
hagyjunk id6t a hallottak feldolgozasara, mert a siirgetés bezarkdzast és
kudarcot okozhat. A folyamatos batoritas, elismerés és pozitiv visszajelzés a
gyermeket megnyugtatja, a félénkebb gyermekek is meg mernek szolalni. Azt
sem szabad elfejejtentink, hogy minden gyermeknek mas a fejlédési tempdja,
minden gyermek kiilon odafigyelést igényel. A gyermekek beszédfejlédése és
beszédkészsége az anyanyelviikon is eltérd, ami az idegen nyelv esetén sincs
masként. Némely gyermeknek sokaig kell hallgatnia a beszédet (csendes
szakasz), miel6tt 6 maga is beszél6vé valik. Ha a gyermek egyszavas valaszokat
ad, mar azzal olyan érzete timad, hogy 6 beszéli a nyelvet, produkalt valamit az
idegen nyelven — ebben az esetben is batoritsuk, mert ezzel el6segithetjiik, hogy
maskor is megszolaljon. Talan nem is volt tudatos a gyermek szamara, hogy
angolul szélalt meg (pl. azt mondta yes), de biztassuk, batoritsuk tovabbi
megnyilatkozasokra.
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A foglalkozas zaré részében elhangzé mondatokat, kifejezéseket is megjegyzik
a gyerekek, igy ezekre is oda kell figyelni. Néhany gyakori kifejezés:

Say good bye to ... You have been very smart today ... See you next week.

A foglalkozasokat érdemes rugalmasan tervezni, és a gyermekek igényeihez
alakitani. Ha a pedagogus ugy érzékeli, hogy a gyermekek hangulata t6bb
mozgast igényel, akkor iktasson be tobb mozgasos tevékenységet (energizer
activities). Az energia levezetésére vagy a gyerckek élénkitésére j6 megoldas a
gyors, ritmusos, a gyermekek altal j6l ismert dalok éneklése (pl. Hokey-Cockey,
Head and shoulders). Ha a gyermekeket szeretné megnyugtatni, lecsendesiteni
(calmer/ cooler activity), akkor érdemes lassabb tempdja dalokat énekelni (pl. Row,
row, row your boat), vagy nagyobb figyelmet és pontossiagot igénylé kreativ
feladatot beiktatni (pl. szinezés, matricak ragasztasa).

A foglalkozashoz készitett eszkozoket (props) a pedagdgus szamara elérhetd
helyen kell tarolni. Az eszk6zok mindig a kozelben legyenek, lehetSleg
kosarban, esztétikusan elhelyezve.

Ovodaskorban az idegen nyelv elsajatitisa a szébeliségen alapul. A gyerekek az
4 nyelvet érzelmi alapon kozelitik meg, a kommunikacié eszkozeként
tekintenek ra. Az 6vodaskord gyermekek szamara a szavak jelentésének a
rogzitését a szituaciéo és a cselekvések biztositjak. Ezzel parhuzamosan a
gyermek idegen nyelvi szokincse is folyamatosan béviil, megérti a hozza
intézett utasitasokat. Fokozatosan valik képessé arra, hogy 6nalléan, idegen
nyelvi megnyilatkozasokat hozzon létre. A gyermekek az aktiv székincstikkel
képesek kifejezni alapvets érzéseiket, napirendjikhéz tartozé beszéd-
szandékokat tudnak kozvetiteni és egyes szavakat téma szerint be tudnak
sorolni. A gyerekek képesek lesznek rovid, egyszerd, szérendileg helyes
mondatok képzésére. A foglalkozasok idején folyamatosan batoritsuk a
gyermekeket a megszolalasra (e/icit), amelyhez a targyak, képek, (tarsas)jatékok
kival6 alapot biztositanak.

Tudjuk, hogy a gyermek életében a jaték a legmeghatarozébb tevékenységi
forma, s jaték kozben tanul — vagyis jatszva tanul —, igy az idegen nyelv oktatasa
soran a jaték alkalmazasa, a jatékba agyazott anyag ismertetése a
legcélravezet6bb modszer a siker érdekében. Emellett a killonbo6z6 jatékfajtak
ugyanugy megjelennek egy angol foglalkozas alkalmaval, mint a gyermek évodai
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szabad jatéka soran. A gyermek életében a mozgas is alapvetd lételem, mert
altala jatékosan ismerkedik meg az idegen nyelvi szavakkal, kifejezésekkel,
mondatokkal, ezaltal a tevékenység pozitiv eredményeket jelent szamara. Ha a
foglalkozast vezeté 6vodapedagogus jatékos, és 6 is 6rommel, aktivan vesz
részt az egyes jatékokban, akkor a gyermek is szivesen csatlakozik. A jatékossag
a gyermek alaptermészete, s az 6vodapedagogus személye szamara minta,

amelyet kovet.

Az 6vodai idegen nyelva tevékenységek célja, hogy a gyermek megszeresse
az angol nyelvet. A foglalkozasok alkalmaval az angol nyelvtanari kompetencidk
mellett jelentés szerep jut az altalanos pedagdgiai kompetenciaknak
(képességek, motivacios elemek és emocionalis tényezdk).

A korai idegen nyelv elsajatitasanak folyamataban a gyermek megismerkedik
egy masik nép kultarajaval, a nyelvtanulas pedig pozitiv hatassal van a
gondolkodasi képességek fejlédésére, valamint tovabbi nyelvek elsajatitasara is
Osztonozheti (Nikolov 2004).



4. Dalok és monddkak — korosztalyhoz kapcsolédva

A harom éves gyermek utdanozza azokat, akiket ismer és szereti ugyanazt
csinalni, mint 6k. A hellyel kapcsolatos fogalmai kialakuloban vannak, pl. ismeri
az alul és feliil szavak jelentését. Megtanul bizonyos mintazatokat, és meg tudja
josolni, hogy mi fog kovetkezni bizonyos helyzetekben, ezért célszer olyan
szovegeket is elévenni, melyekben sok az ismétlés.

Az idegen nyelvvel val6 ismerkedést rovid monddkakkal, dalokkal,
mesékkel, torténetekkel érdmes kezdeni. IdGvel lehet egyre hosszabb meséket
olvasni és feldolgozni, de fontos betartani az apro lépések elvét, fokozatosan
kell novelni a dalok, mesék hosszat, komplexitasat. Az angol foglalkozasok
kozben is fejleszteni tudjuk a gyermek figyelmi- és memoriakapacitasat.

A haromévesek mar épitenck, példaul céltudatosan egymasra teszik az
épitékockakat, ami a szamolasban segitségiinkre van. A gyermekek szeme és
keze kozott egyre jobb a koordinacid, a mozgasos jatékoknal erre lehet

alapozni.

A négy éves gyerckek j6 része a ceruzat tgyesen hasznalja, formakat vag ki
¢és masol, gy efféle feladatokat angolul is adhatunk nekik. A szinarnyalatokat
meg tudja kiillonboztetni, a ritkabb szinek is el6kertilhetnek angolul. A mozgasa
egyre rendezettebb (fut, akar egy labon is ugral, labdat dob stb.), igy angolul is
kaphat efféle instrukciokat.

Az 6t éves gyerek jol ismeri a mindennapi hasznalati targyakat, székincse
anyanyelvén is egyre gazdagabb. Mozgas kozben az egyensulyat is biztosan
tudja tartani, szeret énekelni, rajzolni. Tarsasjatékot jatszik mas gyerekekkel,
esetenként mar képes betartani a szabalyokat is.

A hat éves gyerek hosszabb ideig képes egy dologra figyelni. Az elkezdett
teladatait befejezi, szabaly-jatékokat is képes jatszani. A tizes szamkorben
eligazodik, ismeri a hét napjait, az évszakokat.

A tovabbiakban az egyes korosztalyoknak javasolt mondodkakat, dalokat
tekintjik at. Az angol szovegekhez angol nyelvli magyarazatokat, felhasznalasi
javaslatokat kapcsolunk. Néhany mondoékahoz kapcsoloddan szdszedetet is
kozlink, mert az ott szereplé szavak segithetnek a szokincs tovabbi
bévitésében. A tanult mondokakra vissza lehet térni a gyerekekkel, és a
témakorhoz kapcsolédod vjabb szavakkal, kifejezésekkel bévithetik tudasukat.
A fejezet végén talalhaté néhany monddka, melyekhez nem adunk oOtleteket
(exctra rhymes), hanem az olvasora bizzuk a szovegek feldolgozasat.

It is a good start to the lesson. Whenever you start singing, the children realise
it is the beginning of an English activity.

You can talk about circles, showing pictures or drawing a circle on a sheet of
paper. You can also cut out big and small circles from different coloured paper.

Later on, you can ask the children to draw a big circle in the air ot draw a big circle
on the carpet with their hands. Finally, you can draw or colour shapes as a follow-
up activity. Is i green? Is it a circle? Find the small, green circle.

You can also teach other shapes, e.g. rectangle, square, triangle, heart or oval. 1f the
children are familiar with the shapes, they can make pictures using different
shapes.
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Find two small triangles. Can yon put them together and make a square? Can you put them
together and make a bigger triangle?

Find a big, white square and a little, brown triangle. Put them together and make a nice
house. Find a red square, it will be the door. etc.

Ask the children to stand up and hold hands when singing the song according
to the lyrics. Ask them to put their hands up and down.

3. Walking, walking

Now let’s stop. Now let’s stop.

Ask the children to stand up and jump, walk, run, hop and stgp. Say the rhyme
softly then loudly.

Ask the children to make a big circle and start walking slowly then faster and
faster. This rhyme is very good for gross motor skills. Let’s walk as slowly as a
turtle. Let's walk as fast as a bunny.

You can also make pictures about the actions in the rhyme and show the cards
to the children. Ask them to do what they see in the card and then ask What are
you doing? I'm jumping. etc.

4. Tiptoe, tiptoe

Tiptoe, tiptoe, tiptoe, tiptoe. Jump, jump, junp.
Jump, jump, jump. Swimming, swimming, swinmming.
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Swimming, swimming, swimming.
Now let's sleep. Now let's sleep.

Ask the children to stand up and jump, tiptoe, swim and stop.

Mime swimming and say, Look at me! I'm swimming! Ask the children to mime
swimming as well. We are swimming! Well done!

You can also sing this thyme (tune Walking, walking ...).

You can also make pictures about the actions in the thyme and show the cards
to the children.

Ask them to do what they see in the card and then ask, What are you doing? I'm
Jumping. etc. you can also ask, What am I doing? and children reply, You are
swimming/ juniping.

You can teach different sports as well (tennis, bowling, hockey, football,

running etc). Ask, What is your favourite sport? I like tennis.- replies a child putting
a red heart on the appropriate picture.

5. Hammer, hammer

Clap, clap clap.

Ask the children to stand up and jump, walk, run, hop and stgp. Ask them to clap
their hands. Lie on the carpet and 70/ over, then ask the children to follow you.
Stand up and roll your arms.

Ask the children to make a big circle and start walking, clapping, jumping, etc.
slowly then faster and faster (super-fast).

Teach parts of the body e.g. head, leg, arm, shoulders, hips, thigh. Teach and practice
shake when shaking your head or shoulders.

You can also make pictures about the actions in the thyme and show the cards
to the children. Ask them to do what they see in the card and then ask, What
are you doing? I'm jumping. etc.

Stand up and do the actions as in the rhyme e.g hammer (mime hitting the
hammer), shake (shake your arms), roll (roll your arms), clap (clap your hands).
You can say the rhyme slowly and faster, then you can whisper it then shout it
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out loudly. You can also say the rhymes when sitting on the floor, moving your
legs according to the text.
As a calmer activity, you can give everyone a piece of modelling clay and a sheet

of paper to work on. Play with the clay and talk about how it feels. Is 7 soft or
hard?

As a follow up activity, let the children roll balls, snakes or snails from the clay.

You can also instruct them Make a small ball. Roll it into a snake.

6. Zoom, zoom, zoom

ZLoom, o00m1, 20071,

We are going to the Moon.
ZLoom, 00m, 007,

We get there very soon!
Five, four, three, two, one,

BILAST OFF!

Teach counting from one to five and then count down.

Teach Moon using toys or flashcards. When you say zvom pretend having

binoculars in front of your eyes.

When saying the rhyme take huge steps (pretend going to the Moon is very far).
Then count down and jump high.

point your fingers up, point your fingers down
put them on your lap, lap, lap.

8. Head and shoulders

Head, shoulders, knees and toes, knees and toes.

Eyes and ears and mouth and nose.

Head, shoulders, knees and toes, knees and toes.

First, teach bodyparts and ask the children to touch their head and say, I
touching my head. etc. You can sing the song slowly and then faster. You can make
a puzzle using bodyparts and ask the children to put the pieces together.

Touch your
Jeet. Stand on one leg. Lift your legs up and down, up and down. Put your head on your
knees. Put your hands on_your shoulders. Put your hands on your head. etc.

What'’s the weather like? Teach, 1t's cloudy | sunny/ rainy | snowy, etc. using pictures.
Go to the window or for a walk and ask, What's the weather like? You can also

have a weather board on the wall showing the weather outdoors.

You can also teach snowman, umbrella, raincoat, rainbow, puddle using objects or
pictures. Open up the umbrella and mime opening the umbrellas.

You can play BINGO, Lotto or memory games using pictures in connection
with the weather.

11. Walking slowly

You can ask the boys to stand up and say, We are boys. While the girls can say,
We are girls.

If you make headbands for the children, they can also practice the structures
saying, We are farmers. We are doctors or We are bees. etc.

12. Old MacDonald had a farm

Teach or elicit animals by showing a picture, cow, duck, sheep, horse, pig, rabbit, cat,
dog etc. Say, rabbit and show the flashcard of the rabbit (or a toy rabbit) and say
Hop! Hop! Hop! Encourage the children to join you in the sound and action and
to repeat, rabbit. Do similar activities with the other animals.

Hold up an A3 picture based on the song and teach, farer.
What animals live on Old MacDonald’s farm?
What animals has the farmer got?

You can make flashcards that the children can stick to a board according to the
song. Use animal noises and ask the children to guess what they have heard.

Make finger puppets with the children or give them finger puppets, put them
on the correct finger and say the rhyme.

Say to the children I an airplane,
LI'm flying. We're flying, flying high. The airplane is going up [stand on your toes| and
going down [sit down), We're flying, flying bigh / low. Ask the children to follow you
and fly around the room as an airplane.

Show the children a picture of a town (possibly practice types of transport (car,
lorry/ truck, boat, train, plane, motorbike, bus, bicycle, scooter, submarine, etc.). Tty to
show a picture of your town taken from an airplane. Put the picture on the
floor and fly over the town moving your arms like an airplane. Start saying the
rhyme and encourage the children to do the same.

Jump over a pillow and say, Look! I've jumped over a pillow. Ask the children to
jump over a pillow as well. You can jump over other things as well.

You can make a puzzle cutting a big picture into small pieces. The children can

put the pieces together when working in small groups.

Ask the children to touch the tissues and they
will say, 1#’s wet. It’s dry.

Put some more water on the wet tissue and you can say, Look! It's soaked through.
You can also show them a picture in which somebody is soaked through after
heavy rain.

Wiggle your fingers like raindrops falling.

Play What's missing? game. Put 4-5 objects (e.g. vegetables, means of transport)
on the floor and and ask the children to close their eyes. Take one item away
and ask, What's missing?. The children will answer then a child can be the teacher
and take one object away. Then you can ask other questions, e.g. What colour
was 112 What was it? Do you remember what is was?

Make a big paper heart and put it on one of the fruit saying, I /ike (eating) apples.
I like (eating) bananas. You can give the heart to the children and elicit what they
like eating.

You can cross a heart and say, I don’t like (eating) apples. I don’t like (eating) bananas.
You can give the heart to the children and elicit what they don’t like eating.
Ask questions, e.g. Riza, do you like apples? Tty to elicit appropriate answers, Yes,
I do. or No, I don’t.

Stand up and go to the corner and say, Thzs is the corner of the room. Take a sheet
of paper and show the four corners. Give the children a sheet of paper and ask
to colour a corner yellow and another corner green etc.

Ask the children to run to the door then jump to the corner or hop to the
window. Ask, What are you doing? eliciting I'm running.

Teach apple pie | Christmas pie showing pictures. You can also make one using
cardboard and foam. Ask questions, e.g. Rita, do you like apple pie? Try to elicit
appropriate answers, Yes, I do., or, No, I don’t.
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Have a big bag and put small toys into it using objects that you have taught so
tar (e.g. car, bus, apple, orange, sheep, cow, fox, squirrel etc.). Take one out and say,
I#’s a cat. Ask the children to take an item out of the magic bag.

You can also play games with the children. If a child makes a mistake he is out.
You are out of the game.

Teach and practice parts of the body, focusing on fingers. Teach #humb. Ask the
children to show you their thumb. You can put a finger puppet on your thumb
or you can slightly colour it.

Finally, you can make chocolate truffles (see
Christmas).

Teach and practice jobs that have been already taught, e.g. baker, doctor, farmer,
teacher, singer, postman, fireman, policeman, driver, etc.

Play an association game with the children using pictures or objects such as cow
— farmer, cake — bafker, letter — postman, etc.

Play Guess Who game. 1t’s a person who works outdoors, often in the fields. He or she
grows potatoes or vegetables or keeps animals, e.g. cows or sheep. The children can reply,
He’s a farmer.

Ask the children to clap then clap as fast as you can. Ask them to stand up and
jump and then jump as fast as you can.

Teach or practice itchen, oven and cooker. You can also teach other words related
to the kitchen, e.g. fork, spoon, knife, cup, teapot, plate, pan, fridge etc. using pictures
of toys in the room.
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You can also practice questions, What's your name? and How old are you? drawing
candles on a cake. You can also use toy cake on which you can put toy candles.
The children can blow and count them and say, 17 five (years old).

It is a clapping and hand-action rthyme and song. First, clap hands, then stir the
cake, shape it and draw a letter B’ on the baby’s hand.

Finally, throw the cake into the oven and clap rhythmically to the end of the
song or rhyme.

Ask the children, Can you play the piano? Yes, I can. | No, I can’t.

Stand up and ask the children to stand in a big circle. Start going around the
room and sing the first lines of the song (I am the music man, | 1 come from down
your way, | And I can play! | What can I play? | What can you play? ). Then stop and
mime playing the instruments when singing, then carry on walking around. Who
wants to be the music man?

Play clapping game with the children.

You can also ask
the children to /e on the carpet. You can give them instructions too, e.g. put a teddy
bear under the table etc.

Review numbers one-ten forwards and backwards.

Using a large book or box as bed, place your ten finger puppets tightly together
on it with the little one ’squashed’ in the middle. Show that the little one ‘zan’t
roll over’.

Play the song. Each time one ’falls out’, knock one puppet off. Continue until
only ’one falls out’, knock the puppet off. Continue until only ’the little one’ is
left and yawns Goodnight.

Ask the children to stand up and jump, turn around then roll over on the floor. Ask,
What are you doing?, or play Simon says. You can also roll things e.g. balls or try
to roll cubes.

Put a set of finger puppets on your hands. Say, Look at my fingers and listen. Count
up to ten, wiggling the correct number of fingers for each number you say.
With your own puppets, demonstrate counting backwards from ten to zero and
practice the sentence. Say Now count with me. Practice the numbers using the

puppets.

As a follow-up activity make finger puppets with the children. Repeat the song
for pupils to act out with their own puppets.

Practice or teach jobs, e.g. feacher, doctor, baker, farmer, policeman, firefighter/ fireman,
etc.

Practice or teach parts of the body, e.g. head, toes, shoulders, etc. and ask the
children to touch their head.

You can make a headband for the children (or with the children) that they can
wear when singing the song.

Practice the song line by line. Check for pronunciation difficulties and correct
if necessary.

Colour a fish with the children and ask, What colour is your fish? What's this? The
children will reply, I#’s a blue fish.

You can also teach goldfish, starfish, dolphin, crab and seahorse among other sea
animals. You can teach fishtank, fishing net, fishing rod using pictures and you can
make a small paper fishtank.

You can bring a toy fishing rod into the room and put some magnets on
pictures of some fish. Ask the children to pick up a fish then ask what they
have caught (What did you catch?). They can reply, I have a yellow fish. You can say,
Look! Mary has canght a yellow fish.

Teach or practice bodyparts focusing on the two sides. Ask the children to wave
with the right hand, wave with the left hand; touch your left ear, shake your right foot, etc.
You can also sing the Hockey-Cokey song with them.

Ask children to draw around their hands on a large piece of card and show the

You can get the children to mime the means of transport, e.g. plane — children
mime the wings of the plane with their arms, car — children mime steering the
wheel, bike — children mime holding the handlebars and pedalling, boat —
children mime rowing etc.

Play an association game. On the sheet, show air, water and land. Ask the
children to put the pictures of different means of transport onto the correct
place (Where can you find a car?) and say, The airplane is in the air. The car is on the
road. The boat is in the water.

You can also use toys and ask the children to zouch the airplane, touch the big red
car, etc. You ask a child to give the big blue bus to another child and ask, Whar
have you got? I have a big blue bus.

You can teach railway station, platform, track, tunnel, carriage using a picture or you
can make a railway station using different materials. You can also find a plastic
or wooden toy train and track that can help you to teach new vocabulary. Ask
the children to move the train backward and forward. You can put toys in the
carriages and ask, Where is teddy bear? In the yellow carriage.

Put some stones into a plastic bottle and shake it and say, Listen! I'm making a
noise! What a lot of noise I make! Give similar bottles to the children and ask them
to shake the bottle and make noise. You can also use a be// and a whistle to make

noise.

Ask the children to stand up and step forward then step backward. You can make
traffic lights and ask the children to jump then stop when the lights turn red.

Make sure everyone has enough space around them. Give simple directions and
move yourself and ask the children to follow you, e.g.

Take one step forward.

Take two steps back.

Take one step to the left.

Take three steps to the right.
Turn left [ right | around. Stop!

Now we are the choo choo train! Who is the driver? Put a cap on the train driver’s head
and move around the room singing the song.

Have your children hook onto each other, one at a time, creating a long train,
as you recite the poem above over and over.

Show pupils sun, moon, hen/ hens, clond/ clonds cards, practice plural and focus on
regular ones (e.g. pen/pens, cat/cats). You can also teach names of birds.

Close your eyes and mime sleeping. Now it’s night-time. We sleep in bed. Ask the
children to lie down and put a blanket on them, close the curtains as if it was
night-time.

Practice prespositions (i, on, under). You can use toys doing that, then you can
use sentences from the song, e.g. Where's the moon? Bebind a cloud. The sun’s in bed.

Whisper a song or a rhyme that you have already taught to the children. Ask
the children to whisper and then shout.
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Stand up and practice bodyparts and actions, e.g. shake your head, shake your arms,
etc. Play Szmon says.

Teach scarecrow using a flashcard. Ask, What's he wearing on his head? What's he
doing?

You can make a scarecrow with the children as well.

Finally, you can give them instructions and make a picture together, e.g. Draw

a hen. Draw a green tree. Draw clouds in the sky., etc.

Teach and practice jobs that have been already taught e.g. baker, doctor, farmer,
teacher, singer, postman, fireman, policeman, driver, etc. Play an association game with
the children using pictures or objects such as cow — farmer, cake — baker, letter —

postman, etc.

Move the chairs to make a bus shape in the room. Choose a driver, adults and
babies (make headbands for them). They sing the first verse together, then each
group of passengers sings its verse.

How to use the song?

Review numbers to twelve and teach ordinal numbers by getting twelve
children to stand in a line. Practice first, second, third, etc. Then ask Who is the
second in the line? The children say Pefer (is the second).

Teach special days with pictures, e.g. birthday, Christmas, Easter.

What do we do on these days? Teach have parties, eat special food, dance, sing, give presents,
get presents, visit family, etc.

Focus on Christmas and teach vocabulary, e.g. present, Christmas tree, snowman,
snowing, star, bell, Father Christmas, etc.

Use flashcards and teach partridge, dove, swan, goose ~ geese.

Use flashcards and teach pear tree, apple tree, cherry tree, etc.

Using pictures practice prepositions. Where is the partridge? In the pear tree. Use
toys and objects to practice prepostions, asking, Where is the pen? In the bag /| on
the table | under the chair. etc. Tell the children to place the object whete you tell
them to. Then the children can give instructions to each other as well.

Use flashcards to demonstrate ideas in the song in their order.
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Invite the children to stick the correct picture on a board when listening the

song.

If you have time, children can make Christmas cards or decorations (e.g. angels,
balls) for their family.

If you have time, you and children can make Christmas presents for their
family, e.g. coconut balls or chocolate balls (something that doesn’t need to be
baked in the oven). When making the balls, teach the names of the ingredients
(cocoa powder, icing sugar, chocolate strands), kitchen equipment (mixing bowl, wooden
spoon) and vetbs (put something into, stir and roll). Ask the children What colour is the
mixcing bowl? 1t is blue. What is in the mixing bowl? Icing sugar. What are you doing? I'm
rolling a chocolate ball.

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Gestures and mime

You can draw acions on cards, for example swin, cook, skeep, drink, eat, open, laugh,
etc. Pick one card and mime the action until the children say the right action
verb. Then invite a child to pick one card and mime the action until the others
guess it.

Pancake game

If you say stick, the children stand straight. If you say pancake, they lie on the
floor. If you say popeorn, children start jumping. If you say dumpling, the children
sit on the floor and hold around their legs.

Another version is when you say 7z, the children run. If you say sz, children
start jumping. If you say wind, the children wave their hands.

What’s missing?

Put 4-5 objects (e.g. vegetables, means of transport) on the floor, and ask the
children to close their eyes. Take one item away and ask, What'’s missing?. The
children will answer. Then a child can be the teacher and take one object away.
Then you can ask other questions, e.g. What colonr was it? What was it? Do you
remember what it was? You can also cover the objects with a towel and take one
object away with it. Then uncover the objects and the children have to tell you
what is missing.

Simon says .... - Do as I say, not as I do.

Say Simon says touch your right knee. and do it accordingly. Children do the action
if Simon says it. If there is no Szzon says in the beginning then the children don’t
do anything. Later you can ask children to lead the activity. It is not as easy as
it seems to be since children have to concentrate very hard. Later you can ask
the children to be Simon.

You can also play Peter says and Paul says... game. When Peter says stand up. the
players have to stand up. When Paxu/ says stand up. they don’t have to react.

Mistake game

Say Touch your right fnee. and do the opposite. Children do the action for what
you are saying, not what you are doing. It is not as easy as it seems to be, since
children have to concentrate very hard.
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Guessing game

Play guessing game with the children to practice vocabulary, for example
bodyparts saying, You can smell with it. (nose), You can eat or kiss with it (mouth).
You can walk with them (legs). You can hear with them. (ears), You can see with them
(eyes).

Play Guess Who game with the children and say, He is short and has bine eyes. He
has brown hair. He is wearing blue jeans and a grey jumper. The children can reply He
15 Peter.

Play Guess Who game practising professions. 1#’s a person who works outdoors, often
in the fields. He or she grows potatoes or vegetables or keeps animals, e.g. cows or sheep. The
children can reply, He's a farmer.

Association game

Draw or look for pictures in a particular area, e.g. jobs. Make two piles of cards:
jobs and typical equipment e.g. pilot — plane, farmer — animals in the field, baker —
cake, wooden spoon, bowl, etc. Spread the cards on the floor or in the room and
ask the children to find the pairs and say what they have found. You can also
play it as a memory game.

Telephone

Make a paper phone or bring a toy phone. Pick up the phone and press the call
key. Make the call and practice asking and replying questions, e.g.

-Hello, thisis .........

-Hello ...!'Isme ............... How are you?

-L'm fine, thanks. And yon?

-I’'m fine, thank you. What’s the weather like?

The magic wand / hand

Make a magic wand, for example, from a wooden stick decorating it with
coloured wrapping paper and markers. Show the children the magic wand and
tell them it has special power (Let’s make some magic. 1 am a magician.). Walk
around the room and wave the magic wand and call out a name of an object or
place and say ’abracadabra’. When the children hear the name of the place, they
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should go there or touch the object. If you say an activity, they should start
miming it. They stay there until you call out a new name.

You can also place cards on the carpet and touch it with the magic wand saying
’abracadabra’. Give the magic wand to a child and ask him/her say a word
because the magic wand will help to find the correct picture.

Toothpicks

You need toothpicks to make different things or animals from the toothpicks,
e.g. hat, tree, table, chair, clock, house, lamp, comb, fence, fish, boat etc.

Ball

You can give a ball to everyone and ask them to stand in a circle. You can do
the following activities more and more quickly or as a game as well when
someone does a wrong move, he/she leaves the circle.

Throw the ball in the air and catch it.

Pass the ball to the person on your left/ right.

Bounce the ball against the floor and catch it.

Head the ball and catch it. Be careful!

Knee the ball and catch it. Pick it up and try again.

Throw the ball up and clap your hands twice | jump three times | stand on one leg | touch
_your toes.

Don’t lose the ball!
Rock, paper, scissors

First teach the meaning of these words then show how to mime rock, paper
and scissors with fists. Remember rock beats scissors, paper beats rock and
scissors beats paper.

Children can play in pairs. If the same gesture is chosen by both children, they
simply repeat the game until one of them wins.

Clapping

To make clapping more interesting, you can clap rhymes that children can copy.
Some simple rhytmic patterns are xxX, xxX, xxX or a more difficult one is
XXXXX XXXXX.

You can also tap your knee/book, click your fingers or tongue. Later you can
practice tap, tap click your finger, clap, clap. Who is going to tap with two fingers?
(based on Patterson p 45)

You can show two pictures to the children and they have to find the differences
between them. You can revise vocabulary or grammatical structures as well, e. g.
In picture one, the boy has black hair. In picture two he has brown hair.

First you say true/false statements then children can also ask each other.

I give instructions and the children
respond with whole body actions.
We say the rhyme together.

Domino games are very popular
among children. 1 praise and
encourage children to speak, to say
what they can see in the picture (7##’s
a cat).

I put the flashcards on the walls of
the classroom and the children have
to find the pictures. This game
activates large motor skills.
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Where is the mouse? Can you see the
mouse?
